Does a disability make it difficult for you to undertake a course?
The First Class Learning Centre will make provision for union members with disabilities and will also offer learning support classes as well as help for your personal assistance needs. 

Even if you decide against a course at the centre, you can still learn from home or study on a flexible basis. 

Whatever you chose – whether its study towards a qualification or just for fun- learning is the best route to increasing your independence, experience and confidence. 

The first step is to think about what you want to study and how you’d prefer to study it. Then you can look at the options to see which method of learning meets your needs. If you’re planning to attend courses, here are some of the questions you need to ask: 

· Is there a disability advisor? 

· Are all the buildings I need to use accessible? 

· Are the methods of teaching and assessment appropriate to my needs? 

· Is there special equipment to help me? 

· Do I need to take exams, and can special arrangements be made? 

The First Class Learning Centre can offer support from a disability champion / co-ordinator, they can give you advice and carry out an assessment with you to make sure we can provide the support you need. 
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
